Water management is thus necessary
for crop yields and other activities. Primary channel flow originates in upper
catchment and these watersheds are very importént'for the future.

. Availability of watersheds is the most important factor and is related to
erosion, siltation, loss of cover and productivity. In India, floods bring much
havoc causing loss of life and property each year.
