But making them is no child’s play. Their manufacturers here need to be reminded of this. The toys that
they produce are, almost without exception, of the poorest quality. Not surprisingly, many parents
prefer to buy the imported variety even though these are usually much more expensive. Japanese toys
for instance, are in great demand despite the heavy import duty.
